A simple rule of thumb is to take 100 sqft for every 1kW of solar panels.
Extrapolating this, a 1 MW solar PV power plant should require about 100000
sqft (about 2.5 acres, or 1 hectare).How many solar panels are needed for 1
mw?

How much power does a solar panel produce?

The average power output of a solar panel is typically measured in watts (W).
It varies based on the panel’s efficiency and the solar irradiance it receives.
For example, a standard solar panel with an efficiency of 20% and an
irradiance of 1000 W/m² can produce approximately 200 W of power. 

How to calculate solar panel output?

To find the solar panel output, use the following solar power formula: output =
solar panel kilowatts × environmental factor × solar hours per day. The output
will be given in kWh, and, in practice, it will depend on how sunny it is since
the number of solar hours per day is just an average.
